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PREFACE

The oompilation of this volume was really more of
an acoident than the result of g premeditated plan as is
explained,

- Somewhat against his best Judgment, the writer ag-
cepted the Presidency of the Louisiana Sooiety, Sons of the
Amerioan Revolution, in the spring of 1916. His idea was to
oarry it over until we could get someone to take up the work
and build up the Society, .

In the meanwhile, the writer becams very much in-
terested in the work, and with assistance of a more or less
indifferent nature from one or two mernbers, laid out a pro-
gram which was the ground work of the present large and prose
beérous Louisiana Society,

At the outset, after dropping all those who were i
not seemingly interested in the work, there remained sbout
forty five members. Since that time, there has been taken !
into the Louisiana Society a total of five hundred and three Y

members. * 0f this five hundred and three, three hundred and . :

forty three became members during the writer's incumbenoy. -

About this time, in the fall of 1918, the com-
piler's 8éoretary, who handled the Spanish work for the com-
Pany whioh he heads, received an appointment as stenographer
in the Naval Seotion of the Embassy at Madrid, spain, After

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the good lady had gone to Spain, 1t ocourred to the writer
that posaibly she could assist him, This was a happy thought
because not long afterwards, through her assistance, he was
put into touch with Miss Irene A. Wright, Avenide Reina Mer-
cedea No, 1, 4Q, Seville, S8Spain, who, for quite a number of
years has been delving in the Archives in Spain in the in-
terests of the Florida Historiocal Sooiety,

Correspondence with this lady developed a verita-
ble "open sesame,"™ and within a period of a year, she had
furnished a vast mass of data bearing on this particular
subject. This included ocertified ocopies of organizations
serving under Galves in the campaigna against the British,
and included the rosters showing officers and enlisted men
of the regular Spanish troops, "The Pixed Regiment of Louisi-
ana," the Militia Organizationa of the various parts of
Louisiana, and in addition, detailed copies of extracts from
"The Book of Life and Customs and Serviceg, 1782," which is
really a certifioation of the services of all the officers,
sergegnts, and ocadets, '

In addition to this, there was furnished rosters
showin% the officers and the enlisted men of the Militias Or-
ganigations of Louisiana just prior to and subsequent to the
yeara of 1779, 1780 and 1781. These may not be exactly au-
thantio, but they are of great value and assistance. The
firat named roasters and the information from "The Book of
Life and Cuatoms and Services" are of course authentic.

Thare 18 bound in this volume an article by Miss
Wright entitled "Raymundo DuBreuil," which is very interest-
ing\in that it throws considerable light on the situation in
and around Fort Bute Just prior to the attack by the Spanish
troops, It must be remembered that in those days the Bayou
Manchao of today was one of the principal outlets of the
Misaissippi River, Fort Bute was on the east bank, north
side of Bayou Manchao and guarded the approach to the Mis-
‘81ss8ippi River from Lakes Borne, Ponchartrain, and Morepas.
DuBreuil was in command of the fortifications on the Spanish
8lde Jjust opposite Fort Bute. )

Inoidentally, it might be mentioned that;there has
recently been discovered in the 0ld records at the Court
House at Plaquemine, Louisiana, a large map giving detailed
plang of the fortifications at Manchac and the surrounding
country. ‘

I have also included in this compilation some ex-
tracts from "The Morning Chronicle and London Advertiser,"
of January, 1780, a paper which gives a copy of the Articles
of Capitulation agreed on between Lieut. Col. Diokson, com=-
nanding the British troops at Fort Bute, Baton Rouge, Amite,
Natohez, eto., and General Galvez, commanding in Louisiana
the Troops of his Majesty, the Xing of Spain. VWith this,
there are also some copies of very interesting letters of
certain British officers explaining the defeat of the Brit-
ish troops by Galves.
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Thias newspaper was acocidentally discovered and purchased by
the oompigar'a good friend, Mr. William Beer, in one of the
0ld book shopa down on Royal Street. It is in an excellent
state of preservation, and for our purposes is prioceless,

In order to make the record more complete, I have
had hound in with it an article written by myself bearing on
the Galvesz ocampaigns, A oareful perusal of this article will
bring to light a number of very interesting incidents leading
up to the success of the Colonies in their fight for Inde-
pendence, due solely to the assistance of the Spenish Troops.

: - .This ocompilation should be of great value from an
historioal standpoint, and of coneiderable value to the
desoendante of the soldiers of Galvez, both male and female,
who are seeking membership into any Society of the nature of
the Sonas of the Ameriocan Revolution,

It has been a labor of love alone. There has been
no profit in it for the compiler., On the other hand, it has
been the source of a great expense and sacrifice to him,

There has been spent from the funds of the Louisgi-
ana Sooclety, Sons of the American Revolution, upwards of
$160,00, for actual copy work alone. There has already been
taken in by the Society suffioient menbers whose ancestors
served under Galvez to more than offset this expense,

As stated above, it has been a labor of loveg one
meaning great saorifices to the compiler, but he feels that
he has done 'a work that will be of immense value, and un-
doubtedly appreciated by those historioally inclined, and of
genergtiona to oome, who are sesking membership into this
Soolety, .

There were five copies of the book made, one of
which 18 being donated to the compiler's very dear friend,
Mr. William Beer, the Howard Library, The second copy
will go to the Library of the Daughters of the American
Revolution in Memorial Hall at Vashington. The thid eopy
is for the Library of the Louisiens Society, Sons of¥the
Admerican Revolution. The fourth copy will be retajined by
the oompiler for his personal library, and the ultimate owner
of the fifth oopy has not yet been decided upon,*” .
